This heritage-listed railway line, which opened 
in 1891, is an engineering feat that has stood 
the test of time.

We acknowledge the Djabugay Bama, First Nations people, whose culture is entwined with the land you are 
travelling through. The waterways were created by Gudju Gudju the rainbow serpent who took the form 
of Buda-dji the carpet snake. In his travel, Buda-dji traded nautilus shells for half-moon bicornual baskets 
on the tableland, creating the Barron River and its waterways. The strength and identity of the Djabugay 
Bama law and lore live and breathe through these creation stories and Bulurru the spirit. We pay our 
respect to Elders past, present and emerging. Gabun-gabun galin – go safely.
